
Due to the fact that Fall has hung around and the courses have not closed the Indoor simulator leagues will be 

bumped and will begin on  Monday, January 4th and will end on Sunday, February 21st. For the first time 

Creekside Golf Course and Training Center will be running Indoor Simulator leagues during the winter 

months. There will be 3 different divisions: Menôs, Senior Menôs (50+) and Ladies. The cost is $15 per team and 

does not include the price of simulator usage. The teams can be made up of two players with a listed substitute if 

needed. A Peoria handicap system will be used to determine winners each week. A  point system will be used 

each week to give teams an ongoing total.

 It is now getting toward the end 

of the year, and it is once again 

time to talk about aerification of 

the greens.  Once again this year, 

we will be performing the Dry-

ject process at Forest Park.  The 

date for this will be Monday, 

October 5th.  For those of you 

who donôt know, this process 

uses water jets of 5,000 psi, to 

shoot into the green up to 12 

inches deep, and the vacuum that 

this creates sucks in kiln dried 

sand into the hole.  The greens 

are virtually ready for play al-

chemical control, we need to 

manually remove this material as 

well.  The tines will be the small 

half inch tines, so healing time 

should be minimal.  The course 

will be closed on Wednesday, 

September 30th for this process.  

At both courses I appreciate 

everyoneôs patience with the 

aerification of the courses, as 

this is a much needed process.
